FIRST READ – ORDINANCE 13-14-29 – The Board reviewed Ordinance 13-14-29 granting a variance 

to Section 7.2-1- Permitted Fences of the Johnsburg Zoning Ordinance to permit the placement of a fence 

in the front yard for the property commonly known as 1915 W. Sunnyside Beach Drive.  The variance, if 

approved, will accommodate a decorative wrought iron fence with 4 inch wide openings not to exceed 

four feet in height placed along the side property lines in the yard abutting the river.  There were no 

questions raised by the board.  The matter will be on the next board agenda for consideration.
