Next Meeting
	Minutes from the December 6, 2022 meeting were approved with a motion by Committee Member Thornton with a second by Committee Member Buff. All present voted aye. 
Lightning Warning System – The committee continued discussions of a warning system in our parks. Mr. Lamontagna provided the committee quotes from Strike Guard and Thore. A third company did not provide a quote in time for the meeting. The committee conversed on the cost of the two quotes provided. Committee Member Adesko expressed the desire for the system from the Jr. Skyhawks league as she is a part of the organization. Committee Member Thornton informed that his work has an app they subscribe to that sends the alerts to their phones and how that works well. He stated he would find out the app and pass the information along. 

Johnsburg D12 Family Expo- Committee Member Johnson spoke of the first annual event being held on March 23, 2023. The Community Affairs Committee will have a booth for the event to showcase the Village Parks and upcoming event of the Fishing Derby. Member Johnson expressed that she felt this would be good as there are many families in the area that are unaware of all of the parks the Village has to offer. 
Easter Egg Hunt – The committee discussed the upcoming event. Mr. Lamontagna reported that all eggs were purchased and are in hand ready for the event. Committee Member Adams reported that JABA will be coming out for the event and providing hot cocoa. Committee Member Fouke offered if we needed more shirts to coordinate the order to have the same design as last years. Mr. Lamontagna additionally reported that he has received correspondence that the High School Baseball, Softball, and Football organizations will be there to assist as well. 
Food Trucks – Resident David Winarski was in attendace and presented an idea of a weekly or monthly food truck fest. He is tied to the large food truck assembly held in Lakemoor and is proposing a similar idea. He stated that it could be a weekly food truck standalone event and monthly tie in with live music or a movie in the park. The committee discussed options of which park would be best held. It was mentioned that Val Mar Center on Johnsburg Rd. could be an ideal spot to test out as it is a direct path through the Village. Mr. Lamontagna advised he would reach out to the owner to find out if they would be open to it. The Committee decided that this would be held on Wednesdays and would follow up in the April meeting on a definitive timeline to start. 
Fishing Derby – Discussion was had on the 2nd Annual Fishing Derby. Committee Member Diedrich suggested the date for the event be Saturday June 17, 2023. Further discussion was had on getting the pond irrigation process started and Mr. Lamontagna provided a quote from a company that approached the committee last year. Committee Member Fouke addressed t-shirts for the event as there was a large draw to the shirt last year. The Committee decided they would have some made to sell at the event with all proceeds going back to the pond maintenance.   
Johnsburg D12 Equipment- Chairman Foreman brought up that the High School reached out requesting a temporary storage container at Hiller Park to store equipment in the peak season. Committee Member Thornton pointed out that they should put it at the bus depot as there is another there and it would be an eyesore in the park. Committee Member Johnson stated being a parent to a team member, the athletes have to carry all the equipment to and from. The Committee agreed the bus depot would be the most appropriate location for said container. Addtionally, Committee Member Diedrich brought up the Johnsburg Pigtail Softball leagues desire to improving a field at Hiller Park. The league would donate funds for the cost of the triple play mix material and asked if the Village would be able to assist in trucking said material to the site for improvements. 
Johnsburg Cheer Team – Mr. Lamontagna addressed the recent request from the High School Cheer Team for additional space at Hiller Park for practice as they have grown in size. Committee Members weighed in on experience at the fields when all are in use and questioned the safety of the cheerleaders. Foul balls often go towards the crowd and the team would be safer in another location. Mr. Lamontagna stated that he proposed Sunnyside Park to the coach as it was a large space not intermingled with other sports and distractions.  
A motion was made by Committee Member Johnson to adjourn the meeting at 6:51 with a second by Committee Member Thornton. All present voted aye.
